LMI Reports Released for Saskatchewan and Alberta 
The Construction Sector Council (CSC) has released an updated Labour Market Information (LMI) report for the Provinces of Saskatchewan and Alberta. It states that total construction employment in Saskatchewan in the 33 trades and occupations tracked by the CSC system will reach a record peak in 2014 – 43% above the 2001 level! For Alberta, local labour markets will see a major drop in the short term as trades from other provinces and temporary foreign workers return home.
